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When they were alive.  Speaking in retrospect!
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Matthew 28:19 and 20

Therefore, you go and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Teaching them to observe all
things whatsoever | have commanded you: and, lo, | am with you always, even
unto the end of the world, Amen.

The above words are the LORD’S. Yeshua told his disciples to
teach all nations. And the nations were filled with the living. Do
you know anyone who has taught the dead after they have
baptized the dead?

Otherwise what will they do “those being baptized regarding the dead”, if all the dead

When they were alive.

(will) not (be) raised? Why then “regarding the dead” were they baptized?

At that time. When they were alive.

Some years ago when | was traveling in an old 1973 Ford Thunderbird, it came to my attention that the Mormon
faith believed “if my understanding is correct” that the living can baptize the dead.

Therefore, let the context of Yahweh’s word “above and from the Greek Text” present what the 15" chapter of 1°
Corinthians very clearly states. But first: carefully note the condition of the individuals who were baptized during that
1% century, long, long ago.

John the Baptist baptized in the Jordan River. Then went out to him Jerusalem, and all Judaea, and all the region

round about Jordan, And were baptized of him in Jordan, confessing their sins, Matthew 3:5 and 6. And it should be
noted that that every individual who John baptized was alive at the time of their baptism.

And lesous, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto
him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him, Matthew 3:16. And it should be
noted that when the baptism took place the Lord lesous Christ was very much alive.
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What is the contextual time frame of 1% Corinthians 15:29? Examine the chronology of the ensuing scripture. Even
A ascripture “ the preceding "l that points to a time after the resurrection of the Lord and when the New Covenant
church was intact.

After that he was seen oﬁ ab&;ve by five hundred brethren at once; of whom the greater part remain unto this
present, but some are fallen aslveep, 1% Corinthians 15:6. See also 1* Corinthians 15:18.
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Paul within this portion of 1% Corinthians 15:1 through 6 speaks about the death and the resurrection of the Christ.
Thereafter he addressed the future resurrection of those baptized while the Lord and they “ the 500 ” were still alive,
but had since M’I

And he addressed thereafter the future of those who would yet die. See 1% Corinthians 15:7 through 58. And within

the 15™ chapter of 1% Corinthians is the 29" verse that is presented above and on side (A).

It should be noted that the word (FOR) “ within the translation of the King James Version of 1% Corinthians 15:29
” was added by the translators, and is (not) a part of the Greek Text.

Those who teach that the dead can be baptized are the misled having not the Spirit of God. And have not
carefully examined the word of God, 2™ Timothy 3:13, 4:3 and 4. And those who teach that you can
baptize the dead are false teachers, 2™ Peter 2:1 through 3. Examine the ensuing scriptures!

Know you not that so many of us as (were) baptized into lesous Christ (were) baptized into his death? Therefore
we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the
Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life, Romans 6:3, 4 and Ephesians 1:20.

Baptism is (only) for the living, because baptism is the symbol of putting the living flesh to death by submersion or
burial “ momentarily ” under water. And the resurrection “ after the submersion ” represents * in this life ” the
resurrection from the death of the flesh (to) the newness of life. Even the putting of the flesh to death, Romans 8:2, 7,
9, and Galatians 5:19 through 21. And when one puts the flesh to death, they have chosen * point reached ” to be
dead (to) sin or are no longer continuing to purposely sin, Romans 6:1, 2, 3, 7, 11, 1% John 3:4 and 8.

(Only) the living are capable of making a repentant choice, 2" Corinthians 7:10. The dead know not anything,
Ecclesiastes 9:5. (Only) the living “ by choice ” choose to be baptized in the name of the Messiah for the remission of
their past sins, Romans 3:24, 25. And in so doing they then receive the gift of the Holy Spirit if they will be obedient
to the laws of God, Acts 2:38, 3:19 and 1% John 3:20 through 24. And the Holy Spirit can only be granted to the
obedient who are alive, Acts 5:32, 2" Corinthians 1:22, Ephesians 1:13, 14, 4:30, and 1% John 3:21 through 24.

One must ever so carefully remember that the Holy Spirit “ granted only to the living who obey God ™ is the
prerequisite to or for eternal life, Acts 5:32, Ephesians 1:13, 14, 4:30, 2" Corinthians 1:22 and Ephesians 4:30.

Note: if one has [not] accepted Christ as their Savior. And repented of sin “ the transgression of the law ” [during
their life] it would be worthless “ thereafter ” to be baptized “ by someone ” when they are already dead. See
Deuteronomy 13:3 and 4, Luke 10:25 through 28, 1* Corinthians 9:21 and 1* John 3:4.
