Paul makes a statement. He states that in time past he was in the world, and a sinner who was involved in covetousness,
Romans 7:7. See Romans 3:10 through 19. A sinner, who was living apart from, breaking or without the law, | Kings 8:46
and Romans 3:23. But then he recognized the 10" commandment. The commandment that states, You shall not covet.
Thereafter Paul repented of breaking that 10" commandment and he digi to that sin.

Acts 2:38 and 3:19. A >
38. Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of lesous Christ for the
remission of sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.
19. Repent you therefore, and be converted that your sins may be blotted out, when the times of refreshing shall
come from the presence»of the Lord. «——— * —» (1" Thessalonians 1:7 through 10.)

And that is exactly what Paul did. He repented of the sin of breaking the 10" commandment, 11 Corinthians 7:10. In other
words Paul died to sin just like the Romans did within Romans 6:1, 2, 7 and 11. Thereafter, and as long as he and the
Romans obeyed the law of God, “ being dead to sin and converted,” the blood of Christ washed away their past sins. P———
Henceforth they were [under] the grace of God “for the obedient”, and not under the law, Romans 6:14. And free from the
law of sin and death, Romans 3:23 through 25, 6:23 and 8:2. For the law is not made for the righteous man, but for the
lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for sinners, etc. etc., | Timothy 1:8 through 11. Remember, Paul stated in |
Corinthians 4:16 and 17 that his ways be in or as Christ. And 1% John 2:6 states that He that says he abides in Him, “
meaning Christ,” ought himself also to walk, even as he walked.

Which one of the 10 command%ents[are you purposely breakinq?} Avre you willing “as a professing Christian” to
repent of breaking one or more of the commandments, and become dead to sin? The task is a battle that will take you some
time to overcome, if you are serious about the Son of God, Luke 6:46 and Revelation 3:21. And your Sunday preacher can
not, and will not be able to help you. Why: because he “as the Lord pointed out” is yet another individual who is among the
blind leading the blind, Luke 6:39 and 40. Your Sunday preacher has never ever been saved! See Ezekiel 34.
